· Articulation: Can you hear every syllable of every word – especially the ends of words?

· Stage Presence: Does the presenter capture your attention (i.e. gestures, props) and use the space well?

· Projection: Could the people in the very last row hear things clearly?

· Difficulty: How challenging was this poem to memorize & perform?
