Outside Reading Book Talk Assignment

Directions
1. Select a book that you have read for Outside Reading this year. It can be a book that you would like to recommend to the class, or it can be a book that you want to discourage the class from reading.

2. Complete the attached book talk planning sheet (p. 4-5) to help you organize your presentation.

3. Transfer your book information from your planning sheet onto index cards. Be sure to write or type clearly and to include small amounts of information on each card. Number your cards in the order in which you will use them during your talk. Your index cards will help you to remember the information and to present it more effectively.

4. Create a visual prop to accompany your talk.

Possible Visual Props:

· Create an artifact.

Build an object that represents a main theme or idea in your book.

Example: a giant paper mache peach for James and the Giant Peach

· Create a film clip of your book and make a movie poster

· Make a Power Point or Google Slides presentation for your book
· Draw a portrait.

Draw an accurate poster-sized portrait of your favorite character.

· Design a book cover.

Make a new book cover for your book. Remember to include a front, back, and inside flaps.

· Create a collage.

Make a collage of pictures, words and phrases that in some way represent your book’s characters, setting, and plot.

· Draw or use pictures to make a comic strip outlining the main events in the book.

· Build a diorama (three-dimensional picture) of the book’s climax or your favorite scene.

· Build a mobile showing the main characters.
· Draw a map.

Create a map of the setting of the book.

Example: a map of the town of Naomi, Florida showing the trailer park, library, Gloria’s house, etc. for Because of Winn Dixie
· Make up your own visual prop (must propose your idea to teacher first for approval).

	Posture


	Slouched through most of the presentation 
	Slouched most of the time; stood up straight once or twice
	Occasionally slumped during presentation
	Consistently stood up straight & faced the audience 

	Voice


	Student mumbled and spoke too quietly for the audience to hear the presentation
	Used a soft, low voice, with many mispronunciations; audience had a difficult time hearing
	Used a mostly clear voice with few mispronunciations; most audience members could hear well
	Used a clear voice and correct pronunciation so all audience members could hear well

	Eye Contact


	No eye contact with audience; read from notes the whole time
	Minimal eye contact with audience, while reading mostly from notes
	Mostly looked at the audience, only glancing at notes some of the time
	Held attention of audience with direct eye contact, seldom looked at notes

	Expression


	Showed no interest in the topic presented.
	Showed some negativity toward the project
	Occasionally showed positive feelings toward the topic.
	Demonstrated a strong, positive interest about the topic throughout the presentation

	Information


	Audience struggled to understand the presentation; information was out of sequence and unclear
	Audience had difficulty following presentation; student appeared uncomfortable with information
	Student presented information in a logical sequence, without much elaboration
	Demonstrated full knowledge by thoroughly presenting information in logical sequence

	Preparation


	Presentation lacked preparation 
	Student had difficulty presenting information, showing minimal preparation
	Student presentation showed some practice & preparation
	Presentation demonstrated the student practiced the talk prior to presenting.

	Visual Prop


	Prop lacked detail, had many errors & was hard to read
	Spelling errors and messy presentation showed lack of effort
	The prop was well planned, with some errors
	The prop was helpful to the talk and demonstrated great effort.
