· Name each picture. The name of the picture can be whatever you want it to be! Just make sure that the name of the picture summarizes what the picture is or what it reminds you of. For example, Hollis used titles like “The Old Man’s Mountain,” “Izzy,” “X,” etc. 
Step #3: (DUE______________________)
· Begin brainstorming details about the memory of each picture. Provide as many details as you can for each picture! Tell me who is in the picture, when the picture was taken, who took the picture, why it is important/special to you, what the people are wearing, where the picture is taken, etc. The more you can say the better! This will be the BRAINSTORMING/PREWRITING stage of the project: you are just getting ideas. 

Step #4:  
· In this step, you will begin writing your DRAFT for each picture. A draft simply means that you are putting your ideas into sentences and paragraphs, but it won’t be perfect at this stage. In this step, your ideas are more important than punctuation and capitalization. Only worry about your words/content!

Step #5: 
· After you have written your drafts and done the editing, you will be ready to type the FINAL DRAFTS! In this step, you are finalizing your project, making sure your project is error free. Take your time when typing. 
Step #6: (DUE______________________)
· After you have written your FINAL DRAFTS you will assemble your binder/folder with all documents in this order:

· Title page

· Pictures and Written Reflection

· This planning packet and rubric

Project Requirements:
· Each picture must have a title and a written reflection/memory about it and must be attached to the reflection somehow (glued on, taped on, etc.).

· Each reflection/memory must be at least ___________________ complete sentences. 
· Each reflection/memory must be typed and double spaced.
